We continue to urge every parishioner to be doubly vaccinated but people are welcome in Church whether they are vaccinated or not.         We will not be required to check any person’s vaccination status. We must wear masks inside. We can use the QR Code to check in or leave our details on the page in the foyer. Inside we must allow 4 sq. metres for each person. So inside we can have 90 between the Nave (the body of the Church) and the Narthex (the foyer). There must be one and a half metres to the next non-related person. We must keep this social distancing at all times, even coming to Communion. Those outside the Church building are permitted to have just 2 sq metres for each.Communion will be brought to those outside the Church on either side. We must have good ventilation and hand sanitising. The congregation is not allowed to sing but a small choir is permitted.
